► Application Submission ◄

Creation of the IHTF was authorized by I.C 36-7-15.1-35.5 and established by the Metropolitan Development Commission (MDC) resolution 02-B-002.  Through the Housing Trust Fund (HTF), the City of Indianapolis provides assistance in the form of low interest loans, loan guarantees, and grants to increase the access of housing, preserve affordability, revitalize existing housing and develop new housing.

Applications are for activities that will be implemented during the 2011 calendar year and must be received by 5 pm on July 1, 2011.  You will need to submit your original application packet; no additional copies are necessary.

Applications will be accepted in Suite 2042 of the City County Building, 200 East Washington Street.  In order to ensure proper tracking, applications must be given to Khadijah Muhammad or a staff person at the receptionist area of the Division of Community Economic Development and you must receive a signed receipt.  Calling ahead is required for early submission.

► Basic Application Instructions ◄
· Application must be typed in 12-point font.

· No handwritten applications will be accepted.

· Neither incomplete nor late applications will be accepted or considered for funding.

· A separate application must be submitted for each project for which an organization is requesting funds.  One application for new construction, one for homeowner repair, one for youth services, etc….

· Do not use binders or folders
· Label appendices so that they are clearly defined.

Application Scoring Guidelines

DMD has developed four (4) categories of criteria for scoring, based upon the City’s Consolidated Plan and Housing and Urban Development objectives and outcomes.  If an application satisfies all threshold criteria, then it will be evaluated and scored based upon:  (1) Project Information, with 32 possible points; (2) Capacity, with 28 possible points; (3) Funding Information, with 35 possible points; and (4) Citizen Input, with 5 possible points.  Applicants who score a total of seventy (70) points or more will be recommended for a percentage of the funding available for that activity.  In addition, the applicants receiving a higher score will be recommended for a higher percentage of their requested funding.
