INDIANAPOLIS – Join Indy Parks and Recreation this weekend as we celebrate the official grand opening of the Fall Creek Greenway from 56th Street to Skiles Test Nature Park!

The Fall Creek Greenway has been a vision for the City of Indianapolis since 1909, when George Kessler developed the Indianapolis Park and Boulevard System. The latest construction resulted in a 12-foot wide asphalt trail that follows Fall Creek for nearly two and a half miles to Skiles Test Nature Park. 
“It’s exciting that we are able to complete this $2.1 million project that will benefit the entire users of the Fall Creek/Skiles Test neighborhood,” Indy Parks Director Joseph Wynns said. “It has been proven that trails introduce a social component to our community that will allow people of different backgrounds and different interests to come together for a common cause – relaxation, leisure, and recreation.”
The ribbon-cutting ceremony will take place at noon May 10, 2008, at the Skiles Test Nature Park. Attendees should park at Woolens Gardens and walk the Fall Creek Greenway to Skiles Test Nature Park. After the ceremony, there will be a brief walk up into Skiles Test Nature Park to see more of the trail amenities, including interpretative signage describing the various wildlife that can be found in the area.
