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Indy Parks, T-Mobile and NFHS join forces to rebuild shelter
T-Mobile provides $30,000 to rebuild shelter at Oscar Charleston Park
INDIANAPOLIS – Indy Parks, T-Mobile, and the National Federation of State High School Associations (NFHS) are teaming up to beautify Indianapolis. A ceremony at 12:30 p.m. Saturday, July 19, will dedicate a new shelter at Oscar Charleston Park, 2800 E. 70th Street. Following the event, about 300 high school students attending the NFHS Student Leadership Conference in Indianapolis will volunteer to beautify and renovate Oscar Charleston Park and Washington Park, 3130 E. 30th St., as part of T-Mobile Huddle Up Community Service Project.
The effort is part of a three-year project to beautify area parks and rebuild shelters in disrepair. T-Mobile provided a $30,000 sponsorship for this shelter at Oscar Charleston Park. The shelter dedication and community service work is one of the most anticipated events of the July 17-20 NFHS Student Leadership Conference.
“Indy Parks is very pleased to have these organizations commit to helping us continue to revitalize neighborhoods,” said Indy Parks Director Joe Wynns. “It’s these kinds of partnerships that we are so appreciative of – those that continually allow us to provide quality services within our community.”
Oscar Charleston Park is one of 17 sites named after influential African-Americans who have impacted the city in a positive way. Oscar Charleston was born and raised in Indianapolis along with his ten brothers and sisters and spent 33 seasons playing and managing in the Negro Baseball League, including the Indianapolis ABCs. He is considered one of the best players in Negro League history and was elected to the Baseball Hall of Fame in 1976.
