      Family donates $10,000 to create Raven’s Rest in memory of Brian Witherbee
INDIANAPOLIS (Aug. 13, 2008) – Indy Parks and Recreation today dedicated Raven’s Rest, an educational plaza at Eagle Creek Park. A $10,000 gift from Cecil and Sherry Witherbee made this peaceful respite and learning alcove possible. The dedication took place at 8:30 a.m. at the plaza located behind the Earth Discovery Center in Eagle Creek Park, 7840 E. 56th St.
Cecil and Sherry Witherbee lost their son Brian unexpectedly at the age of 26. He died on Saturday, Feb. 24, 2007, three days after he was diagnosed with a brain tumor. Surgery had been scheduled for the following Tuesday at Methodist Hospital. 
The Witherbees describe their son Brian as an outdoors enthusiast who enjoyed spending time reflecting. That’s why when they approached Indy Parks about a donation for an educational plaza on the quiet hill overlooking Eagle Creek Reservoir, it was a perfect fit. They suggesting naming the plaza Raven’s Rest, as Brian’s friends used the nickname “Raven” for him. The Park Board approved the project earlier this year.
Cecil and Sherry Witherbee are members of the Eagle Creek Gardeners, a volunteer group that cares for plant life at Eagle Creek Park. Their volunteer work includes tending to the flowers and plants at and around Raven’s Rest.
