INDIANAPOLIS – (July 26, 2008) The City of Indianapolis and Indy Parks and Recreation today recognized the life and contributions of former City-County Councilman Elwood C. Black Sr. and his wife, Mary, with the dedication of the park named for them at 42nd Street and Fairview Terrace. The park dedication was held at 10 a.m. Saturday, July 26, 2008.
A public servant, community activist and advocate for union labor and civil rights issues, Elwood Black in 1991 was elected City-County Councilman for District 6, serving on the Community Affairs and Metropolitan Development committees. He worked as a basketball coach, maintenance worker, and delivery driver, and he served as president of United Auto Workers Union Local 550. Through his retirement, Black continued his involvement with community organizations including Community Action Against Poverty, NAACP, National Urban League, YMCA, Marion County Cancer Society, Indianapolis Athletic Club, Masonic Order and Jones Tabernacle African Methodist Episcopal Zion Church.
Born in Indianapolis on Jan. 21, 1923, Elwood C. Black Sr. completed his primary and secondary education in the IPS school system. He graduated from Crispus Attacks High School in 1942 and married his high school sweetheart, Mary Elizabeth Jameson. Their union spanned more than 56 years until her death on April 27, 1998. The couple had three sons, Elwood Jr., Anthony and Mark. Elwood C. Black Sr. passed away Sept. 25, 2007.
