INDIANAPOLIS ​– Get ready, get set and SPLASH into Indy Parks’ outdoor pools! We are just a week away from opening our outdoor aquatic facilities for the season! Opening weekend for the city’s 16 outdoor pools and aquatic facilities will be Saturday, May 24, through Monday, May 26, weather permitting*. 

Each year, Indy Parks hires more than 400 lifeguards and staff to help operate 20 outdoor and indoor aquatic facilities and the beach at Eagle Creek Park. Several pools offer a variety of high-quality Red Cross water safety and swim instruction classes for all ages.

“Summer is always an exciting time of the year,” said Indy Parks and Recreation Director Joseph Wynns. “To ensure a safe swimming season, we remind swimmers to follow posted pool rules and pay attention to trained lifeguards. I also encourage residents of all ages to take advantage of the various instructional and leisure programs at our facilities.”
*Pools may not open if air temperature is 68 degrees or lower.  Patrons are encouraged to call their local facility directly to confirm hours of operation.

The regular summer season will run from Saturday, May 31, through Sunday, Aug.10. Fees and hours of operation vary by site and are subject to change throughout the summer in response to weather and attendance. Exceptions: Thatcher and Gustafson pools will be closed on Sunday, May 25, and Sunday, July 27, due to races at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway and their proximity to the track.  

Several of our aquatic facilities feature water slides, spray features, and a zero-depth entry area for young children. Admission to Indy Parks pools ranges from $1 to $4 for youth (ages 3-17) and $2 to $5 for adults. Indy Parks offers special “punch” cards that provide a 20 percent savings on regular pool admission rates. These Gator Passes can be purchased at select pools and customer service.
