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Temporary Detour Notice

Monon Trail between 67th and 65th streets
INDIANAPOLIS — Indy Parks Greenways announced today that Bowen Engineering will begin work adjacent to the Monon Rail Trail as early as Thursday, June 19, weather permitting, making it necessary to close the trail and detour trail users onto the temporary trail leading onto Cornell Avenue.  
The detour is expected to last through Friday, June 27, weather permitting.  Bowen Engineering will have flagmen at the north and south end of the detour during the hours of 7:30 a.m. to 4 p.m. to direct trail users onto Cornell Avenue.  Indy Parks Greenways and Bowen Engineering will make every effort to reopen the trail at the end of each workday.  In the event that the trail will need to remain closed after work hours, “Detour Ahead” signs will be posted at 67th Street on the north end of the detour and at 65th Street on the south end.  
From time to time over the next several months, the Monon Trail will be closed at the Art Center (3.5 mile marker) while the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers builds a floodwall on the Monon Trail.  This project, Phase IIIC of the Indianapolis North Flood Damage Protection Project, will improve the White River levee on the city’s Northside. The project covers a stretch of 4,500 feet along the White River and includes rehabilitation of the existing Monon East levee, construction of concrete floodwalls, flood gate closures, a storm water pumping station and modification of the Indianapolis Water Canal Head gates. The goal of the project is to remove the floodplain designation from 1,358 homes and more than 200 businesses in the Broad Ripple and Warfleigh neighborhoods. Once completed, property owners may no longer need to carry flood insurance, and building restrictions currently in place because of the flood zone regulations will be eliminated. The project will provide 500-year flood protection.
