INDIANAPOLIS — May is officially here, and you know what that means: Indy Parks is just a few weeks away from opening its outdoor pools for the season! Opening weekend for the city’s 16 outdoor pools and aquatic facilities will be Saturday, May 24, through Monday, May 26, weather permitting*. 

The regular summer season will run from Saturday, May 31, through Sunday, Aug.10. Fees and hours of operation vary by site and are subject to change throughout the summer in response to weather and attendance. Exceptions: Thatcher and Gustafson pools will be closed on Sunday, May 25, and Sunday, July 27, due to races at the Indianapolis Motor Speedway and their proximity to the track.  

Renovations at our aquatic facilities this year include a new pool liner installed on the floor of Broad Ripple Pool and painting of the Brookside Aquatic Center, Ellenberger Pool, Garfield Aquatic Center, and Sahm Aquatic Center. The bathhouse floors also were painted at our Brookside, Douglass, Eagle Creek, Gustafson, Rhodius and Wes Montgomery aquatic facilities. 
Several of our aquatic facilities feature water slides, spray features, and a zero-depth entry area for young children. Admission to Indy Parks pools ranges from $1 to $4 for youth (ages 3-17) and $2 to $5 for adults. Indy Parks offers special “punch” cards that provide a 20 percent savings on regular pool admission rates. These Gator Passes can be purchased at select pools and customer service. Patrons also can call Indy Parks Customer Service at (317) 327-PARK. 
*Pools may not open if air temperature is 68 degrees or lower.  Patrons are encouraged to call their local facility directly to confirm hours of operation.
