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Emergency Management Training Course Announcement

The IDHS Training Division will present the following course:

Emergency Operations Center Management & Operations
Who Should Attend?

This course is designed for Emergency Management directors and staff, local elected officials, emergency response agency coordinators and volunteer organization representatives assigned to the Emergency Operations Centers (EOC).

Course Description

This 3-day course provides an overview of issues and recommended actions necessary for Designing, Managing and Preparing to Operate the Emergency Operations Center and Implementation of the Standard Operating Procedures. This course is a prerequisite for the ICS/EOC Interface course.
Subject areas covered in the course will include: Location and Physical Design, Technology in the EOC, Functional and Space Layouts, Financing the EOC, Organizing the EOC, Staffing the EOC, Maintaining Cooperation and Coordination in the EOC, The Psychological and Social Climate of the EOC, Using SOPs in EOC Management and Operations, Developing SOPs Using Job Aids, Conducting Briefings, Conducting Exercises and Evaluations of the EOC’s SOPs, Activation and Set up of the EOC, Relocate and Set Up an Alternate EOC , Resolving Operational Problems in the Alternate EOC, Managing the EOC and Deactivating the EOC.

Administrative Information

This course will be conducted on February 21-23, 2006 at the Mari Hulman George Search and Rescue Training Facility, Edinburgh, Indiana. Registration will begin at 8:30 AM with the course scheduled from 9:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M. daily, with a one-hour break for lunch.

There is no charge for attending this course, however students will be responsible for their own travel and meals. Refreshments will be provided. The Emergency Management Training Academy will provide lodging through direct billing arrangements with hotels that will be listed in the acceptance letter to be sent out upon registration for the course. No lodging is provided for students residing within 50 miles of the training location. Participants who reside over 50 miles from the training location are eligible for overnight lodging for courses which are more than one day in length. Only those participants who reside 75 miles or more from the training location are entitled to lodging the night before a course that begins at 9:00 A.M. Eligible students may call the Edinburgh/Taylorsville Hampton Inn, located at 12161 N US 31, Edinburgh, Indiana 46124, for lodging at 812-526-5100. We have a block of rooms that will only be held until February 14th. Please let the Hampton know you are with the IDHS group.

Class size is limited and you will be notified of your acceptance in the course. Registration is due February 16th to allow time for the preparation of course materials.
