Register to Vote

Be a friend of democracy! Marion County’s general election is Tuesday, November 6. If you’re not already registered to vote, the deadline is Tuesday, October 9. Already registered? You are responsible for updating your registration records if you’ve moved or changed your name. You’ll want to fill out a new form notifying the office of those changes before the deadline to ensure you have a good voting experience on Election Day.

Voter registration forms can be found on-line at www.indy.gov/election or by calling (317) 327-VOTE. Forms must have an original signature and must be submitted to the Voter Registration office located at 200 E. Washington St., Room W-131, Indianapolis, Indiana 46204 by the October 9 deadline.
Hoosier voters can also register to vote online at indianavoters.com. You must have a valid Indiana driver’s license or state ID card to use this service.  For more information, call (317) 327-VOTE or visit www.indy.gov/voter.

Poll Worker
Be a friend of democracy! Thousands of registered voters are needed to help work the polls on Election Day in Marion County. In every precinct, there is an Inspector, Judge and Clerk working to process voters throughout the day. 

The Inspector is the boss of the precinct, making sure the location is set up before 6AM and ensuring the polls are running smoothly all day. Clerks use the poll book to check in voters and provide the ballots. Judges check photo IDs and assist voters when necessary. Inspectors must be at the polls for the entire day; Clerks and Judges can work a half day. Poll workers must live in Marion County and be a registered voter. All positions are compensated.
For our young friends of democracy, Marion County has a student poll worker program that permits 16, 17 and 18-year-old students to serve on Election Day. Students must have permission from their school and parent or guardian and have at least a 3.0 GPA. Like our veteran poll workers, student poll workers must also attend training and live in Marion County. Permission forms are available on our website.

Absentee Voting by Mail
Be a friend of democracy! If you are worried that a work assignment or other event may keep you from the polls on November 6, consider absentee voting. The most common way to do so is by mail. You must have a reason to vote-by-mail, but you do not need a photo ID.
The first step is to submit an absentee application, indicating a reason for the request. You can download a form at indy.gov/election or call the Marion County Election Board at (317) 327-VOTE and we’ll be happy to mail an application to you. The deadline to submit your application is Monday, October 29.  Absentee applications for voters living in Marion County can be faxed to (317) 327-4815 or mailed/hand-delivered to the:

Once your application is processed, you will receive your ballot, voting instructions and a self-addressed, postage paid envelope to return your ballot. Be sure to read the instructions on the outside of the envelope carefully before returning it to the Election Board office. Ballots must be returned to the office no later than 6PM on Election Day, Tuesday, November 6. Postmarked ballots received after this deadline cannot be counted.

Clerk’s Office Early Voting

Not sure you can make it to the polls on Tuesday, November 6? Any Hoosier voter can go to their local Clerk’s office to cast an absentee ballot in person. You do not need a reason to vote early, but be prepared to show a valid photo ID issued by the state of Indiana or federal government.

In Marion County, early voting begins Monday, October 8. Here are the hours:

Monday, October 8 to Friday, October 12 – 8AM to 5PM

Monday, October 15 to Friday, October 18 – 8AM to 5PM

Saturday, October 20 & Sunday, October 21 – 10AM to 5PM

Monday, October 22 through Sunday, November 4 – 8AM to 8PM

Last Day! Monday, November 5 – 8AM to NOON

The Marion County Clerk’s office is located in the City-County Building in room W122 found in the west wing on the first floor. For easy access to the office, please use the Delaware Street entrance. Reimbursed parking is also available at the two pay lots directly north and south of the intersection of Market and Alabama Streets. (If you’re not sure you’re at the right lot, please ask the parking attendant before paying to park!) Your parking fee will be reimbursed to you after presenting a voucher available in the Election Board office.

Be Election Ready!

Election Day is Tuesday, November 6 and hundreds of thousands of Hoosier voters will be going to the polls to cast their votes in federal, state and local elections. Here are a couple of important reminders:

1. Know where you go to vote. Marion County voters can confirm their polling location using the online Voter Information Portal at indy.gov/VIP or by calling 327-VOTE (327-8683).
2. Bring your ID. Indiana law requires voters to present a valid photo ID issued by the state of Indiana or federal government. If you forget your ID, you can vote by provisional ballot but you will need to bring your ID to the Election Board office by noon ten days after the election.

3. Arrive between 6AM and 6PM. Indiana voters only have a twelve-hour window to cast their vote on Election Day. Make sure to arrive at your polling location by 6PM to make your voice heard.
